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1 INTRODUCTION 

The large-scale evaluation of the National Assessment of School Performance (ANRESC) 

began in 2005. Known as Prova Brasil, it is mainly based on standardized tests and socioeconomic 

questionnaires, with a focus on Portuguese Language and Mathematics. The results of the 2007 Prova 

Brasil became part of the Basic Education Development Index (IDEB), which established educational 

goals to be achieved by schools and state and municipal networks. The general objective of this study 

is to identify whether the applications of the Brazil Test (Large-scale evaluation) in public schools in 

the early years of elementary school in the municipality of Palmital brought consequences for the 

pedagogical planning of the schools surveyed. The research was developed in a qualitative approach 

with the use of the methodology of bibliographic and documentary research. For the theoretical 

deepening, the bibliographic research was used, which consisted of the survey, selection and reading 

of works and articles in repositories of national journals (Scielo) and production of dissertations and 

theses in the Brazilian Digital Library of Theses and Dissertations (BDTD). For the documentary 

research we analyzed the Pedagogical Political Project of the four schools that offer the initial years 

in the municipality and minutes of the planning and replanning meeting. As results it was identified 

that although the studies of the bibliographic survey emphasize the importance of the pedagogical 

planning of the school as one of the most important stages of the educational process, in the four 

Pedagogical Political Projects of the municipality studied we did not identify any part that 
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individualized the importance of the external evaluation Prova Brasil. In the Minutes of the Meetings 

we were able to better verify the issues related to the Brazil Test in each school, however the theme 

was treated in the form of messages and the need for deepening for a good index. We also inform that 

the schools surveyed use the Reference Matrix of Prova Brasil as a curriculum, because the 

municipality does not have its own curriculum. Therefore, the use of the results of the Brazil Test in 

Palmital is not yet used the pedagogical replanning aiming to leverage the students' learning. 
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
